ABSTRACTS AND BIOS
· Bay Area Big Picture—Impacts, Projects and the Future A review of what the research shows, and discuss anticipated key impacts on local governments. Review  what Bay Area Wide planning is  currently underway, and future plans anticipated. This  presentation will include topics that are important to local city officials and city staff, including: finance, governance, equity and other key questions.
· Bruce Riordan, Climate Strategist, Bay Area Joint Policy Committee (JPC) leading  the Bay Area Climate and Energy Resilience Project (BACERP) a collaboration of more than 100 stakeholders to collectively prepare the region for climate/energy impacts. Mr. Riordan created Elmwood Consulting in 1998, focused on sustainable and equitable transportation strategies; and in 2002, moved by a New York Times report on global warming in Alaska, began studying the impacts of climate change and the strategies needed to address it. Mr. Riordin was advisor to MTC and consultant to BAAQMD, worked with Bay Area cities and counties, ICLEI, the Bay Area Council, San Francisco Foundation, Joint Venture Silicon Valley, and other organizations working on climate mitigation and adaptation. Trained in 2007 by Mr. Gore as part of The Climate Project he has made numerous presentations on climate impacts, issues and solutions. In recent years, he has also consulted for BART, the California Attorney General, the Marin Community Foundation and Next 10. Mr. Riordan has co-founded ARCCA, an alliance of regional climate adaptation leaders in San Diego, Los Angeles, Sacramento, and the Bay Area.
· Overview of Public Health impacts and Vulnerability Maps This presentation will give an overview of newly prepared vulnerability maps in Contra Costa County (CCC) and describe potential public health impacts resulting from predicted  changes to the climate.  We will describe how these public health impacts will amplify the already existing disproportionate health burdens on the most vulnerable populations in the County, and discuss why public health considerations should be addressed in  Local government adaptation plans for climate change. 
· Mandatory Heat Plans/Need for Planning and adaptation Issues and strategies: This presentation will describe the CCC Operational Area Excessive Heat Emergency Plan, the role of local governments in implementing the Plan during a heat emergency; gaps or needs in the current plan that local governments could help address; and steps local governments can take in conjunction with the Office of Emergency Services and the County Health Department to help communities be better prepared for heat events and to lessen the impact of excessive heat on vulnerable populations. 
· Michael Kent, Contra Costa Health Services:  Ombudsman for the CCC Hazardous Materials Program for the past 15 years. Serves as a resource for CCC residents on environmental concerns. In addition, Mr. Kent serves as staff to the County’s Hazardous Materials Commission and the Public and Environmental Health Advisory Board and represents the Health Department on the County’s Integrated Pest Management advisory board. Mr. Kent provides technical support to the Public Health Department and represents the Health Department in regional health and environmental collaboratives . Previously, Mr. Kent has worked for two non-profit environmental advocacy organizations on environmental pollution issues – Communities for a Better Environment in San Francisco, California and People for Puget Sound in Seattle, Washington. He also was a Hazardous Waste Inspector for the Thurston County Health Department in Olympia, Washington. Mr. Kent received a Bachelor of Philosophy in Interdisciplinary Studies from Miami University in Oxford, Ohio and a Masters of Environmental Studies from the Evergreen State College in Olympia, Washington.   
· Kim Cox, Contra Costa Health Services:  M.P.H. Emergency Services Manager for Contra Costa Health Services (CCHS) in Contra Costa County, California.  Ms. Cox manages the CDC-funded Public Health Emergency Preparedness (PHEP) and Cities Readiness Initiative (CRI) grants as well as the State-funded Pandemic Influenza grants and activities for CCHS.  Ms. Cox represents Contra Costa County on the Public Health Preparedness Subcommittee of the Association of Bay Area Health Officials (ABAHO) and serves as a CCHS representative for Bay Area BioWatch program.  
Kim Cox is a member of the Bay Area Mass Prophylaxis Working Group (BAMPWG) that developed the mass dispensing website www.bayareadisastermeds.org.  Ms. Cox served as a work group member for the development of the California Public Health and Medical Emergency Operations Manual

· Marcelle Indelicato, Senior Emergency Planner,Contra Costa County (CCC) Office of the Sheriff. Marcelle joined the Sheriff's office in February 2008 as a Senior Emergency Planner.  In this role she serves the operational area with approximately 1 million residents.  Marcelle coordinates emergency management functions that include preparedness, response, recovery and mitigation for Contra Costa County for the Office of Emergency Services. Prior to that Marcelle spent 30 + years in Healthcare administration, management and leadership holding multiple positions.  Her healthcare time was shared between 20 years with the Department of Veterans Affairs Northern California Healthcare System and 10 + years with Contra Costa County Regional Medical Center and Health Centers. Marcelle holds a bachelor's degree in Health Services Administration from St. Mary's College, Moraga, CA.  
· Planning for Shoreline Resilience: The Adapting to Rising Tides (ART) Project a collaborative effort to help San Francisco Bay Area communities adapt to rising sea levels. Led by the San Francisco Bay Conservation and Development Commission (BCDC) and the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration Coastal Services Center (NOAA CSC), the ART Project is engaging local, regional, state and federal agencies, non-profit and private organizations in shoreline resilience planning to improve preparedness and response to sea level rise and storm events in a manner protecting critical ecosystem and community services.
· Lindy Lowe (lindyl@bcdc.ca.gov) is a Senior Planner at BCDC and is the ART Project Manager. Lindy received a Master of Urban Planning from the University of California, Los Angeles with an emphasis on public health and the environment. Prior to joining BCDC, Lindy worked as a senior planner in the long range planning division of the City of San Diego, for the Los Angeles Regional Planning Department, and for the Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors. 
· Wendy Goodfriend (wendyg@bcdc.ca.gov) is a Senior Planner at BCDC and works as a lead on the ART Project. Wendy has a PhD in ecology and evolutionary biology from the University of Arizona and a Bachelor of Science in biology from the University of California, Davis. Prior to joining BCDC’s staff in 2010, she worked for ten years in natural resource planning, outreach and education in Connecticut, and was a member of a local land use commission charged with protecting wetlands. Wendy has a broad experience in watershed management planning, water quality protection, and coastal resource management that she brings to the projects she works on at BCDC, including the ART project and the Innovative Wetlands Adaptation at Corte Madera study.
· Building a Resilient Power Infrastructure   PG&E crews hit the streets after every major storm, fire and earthquake to make sure that power is restored as safely and quickly as possible. This presentation will explain what happens both before and after an emergency, as well as outline the utility's efforts to manage the climate impacts of sea level rise, reduced snowpack, extreme weather events and more.

· Gina Blus PG&E, Supervisor Sustainable Communities team . Provides oversight of seven Community Energy Managers throughout northern and central California identify and implement effective strategies for community-wide energy and greenhouse gas reductions. Before joining PG&E, Gina was a sustainability consultant for local governments and large corporations. She started her career in law but soon switched to high-tech, where she spent more than a dozen years at Sun Microsystems as a marketing executive and process improvement expert. She has degrees from Dartmouth College and Duke University.
