· Pittsburg Landscaping: Anthony Baldazo (ABaldazo@ci.pittsburg.ca.us) A number of steps to become water efficient within city’s Landscape Division such as: installing a Central Irrigation System, participating in the CCWD "Cash for Grass" program, utilizing reclaimed water, mulch placement, and maintaining a strong collaborative relationship with our planning department. Don Buchanan is the Director of Parks, Recreation and Maintenance Services and has been with the city for 35 years.Anthony Baldazo has been with the City of Pittsburg for 7 years and currently serves as a Public Works Supervisor in charge of Parks and Facilities Maintenance. Prior to working with the city, Anthony served 11 years as a supervisor for Caltrans.  
· El Cerrito San Pablo AVE Corridor: Melanie Mintz (MMintz@ci.el-cerrito.ca.us ) Through ongoing efforts to make San Pablo Avenue (State Route 123) more walkable and livable, the City has also saved and treated water along the way through removing turf, installing drought-tolerant landscaping and improved irrigation solutions, and by building sidewalk rain gardens.  Melanie Mintz is the City’s interim Community Development Director and was previously the City’s Environmental Services Division Manager and Public Works Environmental Analyst. She has degrees from Humboldt State University & University of Oregon.
